Available space features concrete floors with 
unlimited load capacity in Halls A, B and D and with 
limited restricted areas in Hall C. Halls A, B and C are 
column-free with only three columns in Hall D. 

In-floor electric, water, drain, telephone on a 30’ grid 
with 120/208 volts of electricity and Wi-Fi.

Exhibit Hall C features a 638 sq. ft. lockable, built-in 
registration area with counters and three windows. 
Located directly behind this area is a 10’ x 10’ lockable 
manager’s office.

Available for ease of move-in are two loading doors 
(12’ x 12’) at floor level with one drive-in loading door 
(12’ x 16’ ) at floor level, three 5,000-pound Caterpillar 
forklifts and one 10,000-pound capacity Caterpillar 
forklift.

Available for rent is a concert stage in 4’ x 8’ sections, 
adjustable in heights from 48”-78.” The dimensions of 
the stage are 60’  x 48’ (2,800 sq. ft.). The weight load 
allowed is 125 lbs./per sq. ft.

Featuring 15,200 sq. ft. of pre-function space, the 
Great Hall is attached to the Arena and leads to 
the Ballroom. It has a ceiling height of 64 ft. and is 
enclosed by a glass arcade.

State-of-the-art concessions areas are off the 
Great Hall and throughout the Arena, provided by 
Centerplate.

The Peoria Civic Center is also home to Carver Arena, Central Illinois’ home for major sporting events, 
big-name concerts and the largest trade shows in the region. The Arena can provide seating for 12,036 
people, 140 10’ x10’ booth spaces on the main arena floor (27,400 sq. ft. of floor space), as well as 71 10’ 
x 10’ booth spaces around the outer concourse.

Full theater seating is 2,177. The orchestra level is 
1,451, first balcony level is 378 and second balcony 
level is 348. The main floor features continental 
seating and the two balconies have four aisles for 
easy entrance and exit.

This dramatic area is open to three levels and two 
balconies. It is comprised of 7,000 sq. ft. of pre-
function space with a capacity of 270 people for a 
reception dinner.

Measurements are taken from the upstage of the fire 
curtain: 
- Proscenium opening is 50’ wide and 26’ 3” 
- Upstage wall is 45’ to back wall, apron edge is 5’ 6” 
- Stage Left is 42’ 2,” Stage Right is 64’
- Orchestra Pit is 50’ wide and 20’ deep with levels  
   at stage, seating and orchestra heights and the    
   Orchestra shell is 50’ wide and 40’ deep

There are two, 12’ and 16’ drive-in loading doors at 
stage level and one, 8’ x 12’ hydraulic platform with 
a weight capacity of 20,000 pounds. One elevator - 
Stage Right - has a weight capacity of 7,000 pounds.

Three strong 2K Xenon Super Trouper Follow Spots 
are available. In addition, a booth is located 114 
feet from plaster line and there are 144 circuits front 
house and 194 circuits in the stage house proper.

The Peoria Civic Center also offers Group Ticket 
Sales for many of our events including our annual 
Broadway Theater Series. Some of our past 
performances have included Wicked, Jersey Boys, 
Mary Poppins, and many more.  

The Peoria Civic Center features a state-of-the-art Theater capable of seating 2,177. It will seat 1,451 at 
orchestra level, 378 in the first balcony level and 348 in the second balcony level. The Theater’s lobby  is 
comprised of 7,000 sq. ft. of pre-function space with the capacity of 270 people for a reception dinner.
